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CABIN SPECIFICATIONS

The Callisto 17 outside guest cabins are located on Main and Lower Decks, with
large portholes or windows. Elegantly decorated, they have either twin or double
sized beds and bathrooms with showers en suite. All cabins are comfortably
arranged and beautifully furnished with wooden furniture and light fabrics. Cabins
have individually controlled A/C, offer storage space, and are fitted with flat-
screen TVs, mini fridge, telephone (for internal use), hairdryers, central music,
public address system and safe boxes.
